Town Council Meeting Minutes

Meeting minutes of Town Council on 2-7-12           

As reviewed, approved, and accepted by the Town Council on March 6, 2012
Mayor Prats called the regular Town Council meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Council Members, Josh Pomeroy, Dave Preusch and Jim Ruspi were present. The Clerk and Treasurer were present. Council Member Charles Bradsher was absent. There were three citizens present. 

The minutes of the Town Council Meeting on January 3, 2012 were approved as submitted. 

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer reviewed the Profit and Loss Report for the month of January, 2012. Total income for the month was $28,054 with $26,105 coming from personal property taxes and $949 coming from public utilities.  Major expenses for January, 2012 were $1,008 for Town Grounds Maintenance and $992 for Town Hall Grounds Maintenance, with total expenses being $6,548. The total General Fund net income for the month of January, 2012 was $21,522.  Looking at the Balance Sheet for the month of January, 2012 the fund balance for the general fund is $683,255; for the CIP account, the balance is $176,646.  The total fund balance for the Town of Laytonsville for January 2012 is $1,365,399.
Council Member Pomeroy moved to approve the January treasurer’s report subject to audit. Council Member Preusch seconded the motion.  Unanimously approved.
Reports/Committees:

Planning Commission Chair, Eric Wenger, was present to report on the Planning Commissions efforts to find a consultant to complete the Town’s Comprehensive Plan. Chair Wenger stated that it had been difficult to find candidates who were willing and capable to work with a small municipality but had identified and interviewed 2 candidates. Both candidates interviewed were qualified and suitable but the Planning Commission had selected Mr. Doug Lohmeyer because of his experience in working with Brookeville on their Comprehensive Plan, which has been approved by the State. Chair Wenger requested that the Council approve funds to so that Mr. Lohmeyer could be hired and get to work by April. 

Discussion/Action Items:  

WSSC Update:  WSSC reports that they are about 50% complete with making the water house connections.  They continue to make road patches with the final repaving to take place once all of the water house connections are complete and the weather is favorable.  Water service will not be available until the water tower and pumping station is in place.

Budget:  Mayor Prats stated that he would introduce the FY13 budget at the March meeting. The hearing would take place in April with voting on the proposed budget in May.
Ethics:  Mayor Prats announced that the Town had received a letter back from the State Ethics Commission stating that they had granted a full exemption from the local government requirements of Subtitle 8 of the Maryland Public Ethics 
Work Session:  There will not be a work session on 2/21/12.
Post Office Update:  Mayor Prats stated that he had just learned that the Post Office sorting facility had extended their lease for another 5 months. The contractor continues to work on a location within town for the service window and post office boxes.

Mennonite Church: Council Member Ruspi reported on the visit from the students of the Mennonite Church to clean the Town Hall on Saturday, January 21.  He stated that this was an enjoyable time for all that attended. 
Website:  Mayor Prats stated that the Town is working on developing a new website with increased functionality. 
New Business: 
Goshen Contract:  Mayor Prats stated that the contract with Goshen Enterprises was the same last year.  Council Member Pomeroy moved to accept the contract for the upcoming year.  Council Member Ruspi seconded the motion.  Unanimously approved.
Council:  
Council Member Preusch commented that the town sign on the south side of town was still in need of repair.  Mayor Prats stated that he would remind WSSC.
Council Member Preusch asked about the preliminary study for the southwestern by-pass.  Mayor Prats stated that he would take it off hold and contact Macris, Hendricks and Glascock about getting the work started.
Mayor Prats will attend the Maryland Mayor’s Association winter conference Feb. 9-10.

Council Member Pomeroy asked about the speed camera revenues. Mayor Prats stated that we had been in contact with Montgomery County and the check should be coming shortly.
